“Come, I will show you the punishment 
of the great prostitute, who sits on 
many waters.

The woman was dressed in purple and 
scarlet, and was glittering with gold, 
precious stones and pearls. She held 
a golden cup in her hand, filled with 
abominable things and the filth of her 
adulteries. This title was written on her 
forehead:

Mystery, Babylon the Great, the mother 
of prostitutes and of the abominations of 
the earth.

I saw that the woman was drunk 
with the blood of the saints, the 
blood of those who bore testimony to 
Jesus. When I saw her, I was greatly 
astonished....

This calls for a mind with wisdom. The 
seven heads are seven hills on which 
the woman sits....

The woman you saw is the great city 
that rules over the kings of the earth....

After this I saw another angel 
coming down from heaven. He had 
great authority, and the earth was 
illuminated by his splendour. 

With a mighty voice he shouted:

Fallen! Fallen is Babylon the Great! She 
has become a home for demons and a 
haunt for every evil spirit, a haunt for 
every unclean and detestable bird.

For all the nations have drunk the 
maddening wine of her adulteries. The 
kings of the earth committed adultery 
with her, and the merchants of the earth 
grew rich from her excessive luxuries.

Then I heard another voice from 
heaven say:

Come out of her, My people, so that 
you will not share in her sins, so that 
you will not receive any of her plagues;

For her sins are piled up to heaven, and 
God has remembered her crimes. 

Give back to her as she has given; pay 
her back double for what she has done. 
Mix her a double portion from her own 
cup. Give her as much torture and grief 
as the glory and luxury she gave herself.  
 
In her heart she boasts, ’I sit as queen; I 
am not a widow, and I will never mourn.’

Therefore in one day her plagues 
will overtake her: death, mourning 
and famine. She will be consumed by 
fire, for mighty is the Lord God who 
judges her.

When the kings of the earth who 
committed adultery with her and 
shared her luxury see the smoke of her 
burning, they will weep and mourn 
over her. Terrified at her torment, they 
will stand far off and cry:

‘Woe! Woe, O great city, O Babylon, 
city of power! In one hour your 
judgment has come!’

“And I saw a new heaven and a new 
earth: for the first heaven and the first 
earth were passed away...And I John saw 
the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming 
down from God out of heaven prepared as 
a bride adorned for her huband.

And 
the city lieth foursquare... The length and 
the breadth and the height of it are equal.... 
And the bulding of the wall of it was of 
jasper. And the city was pure gold, like unto 
clear glass. And the foundations of the wall 
of the city were garnished with all manner of 
precious stones. 

The first foundation was jasper; the 
second, saphire; the third chalcedony; the 
fourth, an emerald; the fifth sardonyx; the 
sixth sardius; the seventh chrysolite; the 
eighth beryl; the ninth, a topaz, the tenth, 
chrysoprasus; the eleventh, a jaconth, th 
twelth, an amethyst.

And the twelve gates were twelve pearls: 
every several gate was of one pearl: and 
the street of the city was pure gold, as it 
were transparent glass.
